This is the perfect illustration of why you shotthihk through your answers BEFORE an interview, ymd should practice
with a "truth teller" who will let you know if youanswers sound really stupid. (We call that médiging.)

In the process, Stewart again displayed journalissitincts that put many conventional TV news aigations
-- including CNBC -- to shame. The key exchangdact, hinged on Stewart explaining to Cramer what
journalists do after Cramer threw up his hands@idea that CNBC might have misled viewers bec@E®s
had lied to him.

"I'm under the assumption you don't just take tivaird at face value," Stewart said, hitting atdgatral point:
That CNBC is so enamored with, and has been sdydedped with, the financial heavyweights thatithe
breathless coverage was "disingenuous at bestramidal at worst."

A penitent-sounding Cramer meekly protested that $ienply doing "an entertainment show about bssirie
but there's the rub: Either it's entertainmenind therefore not to be taken seriously by thoskisggenuine
financial advice -- or it's a show about busin@ssyhich case CNBC's willingness to lap up whatéwedl
Street figures said amounted to letting them getyamith financial murder. "They burned the f--Kiguse
down with our money," Stewart said. In that caht€ramer's ranting and wacky sound effects look
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considerably less amusing -- less a sideshow thafbdication of responsibility.
